
Lawton City Council Minutes 
 

June 1, 2010 
 
 
 
The Lawton City Council met in Regular session on Tuesday, June 1, 2010, at the Lawton City 
Hall.  Meeting called to order at 5:00 pm by Mayor Jeff Nitzschke. Council members answering 
roll:  Reed Burson, Terry Masching, Don Grigg, Perry Ludwig and Rick Schorg.  Others 
attending included Public Works Director Lowell Anderson, City Clerk Patricia Washburn, 
Attorney Glenn Metcalf, Paul Pirrie, Jason Braunschweig, Mark Nicolls and Kyle Hamman. 
 
Mayor Nitzschke welcomed guests.   
 
Motion by Ludwig, second by Schorg to approve agenda as presented.  Motion carried 5-0. 
 
Discussion continued regarding possibility of Hillside Waterworks Association disbanding and 
residents of Association purchasing water from City of Lawton.  Attorney will seek info on 
possible condemnation proceedings. 
 
Mark Nicolls discussed need to replace fire hydrant at 99 Pine St.  Hydrant is bent and opens 
with much difficulty.  Discussion of Fire Association using budget-purchased fire equipment for 
controlled burns was held.  Nicolls also commented on recent work comp claim not being 
handled like fire department felt it should have been.  Attorney attempted to answer concerns 
expressed.  Fire meeting will be held Thursday, June 3 at 7:30 pm at the fire station.  Mayor, 
Council and Fire Advisory Board have been asked to attend. 
 
Anderson reported when hydrant at 99 Pine is shut down for replacement, it will include 
shutting water off to nearly one-fourth of the town, including Char-Mac Assisted Living Facility.   
 
Clerk Washburn stated City Hall will be closed June 3-11.  Building permits were approved for 
423 E Birch, patio; 319 E Oak St., family room; 90 Pine St., concrete slab for dog kennel.  
Clerk also stated For Sale ads have been posted on ClerkNet and the city webpage.  They will 
be posted on Craig’s List and in two newspapers.  Bids will be opened July 6, 2010. 
 
Motion by Grigg, second by Masching, to approve Consent Agenda omitting Item 5, Liquor 
License renewal for Maxine’s Restaurant & Lounge, as no renewal has been received at State 
level, and consisting of May 4 & 25, 2010 minutes, May financial statements including 
disbursements of $116,738.77 and approval of Cigarette and Tobacco Permit for Lawton 
Pronto.  Motion carried on roll 5-0.
